HOSEA I1.2—1I0

When the Lorp first spoke through Hosea, the LorD said to Hosea, ‘Go, take for
yourself a wife of whoredom and have children of whoredom, for the land commits
great whoredom by forsaking the Lorp.” So he went and took Gomer daughter of
Diblaim, and she conceived and bore him a son.

And the Lorp said to him, ‘Name him Jezreel; for in a little while I will punish
the house of Jehu for the blood of Jezreel, and I will put an end to the kingdom of the
house of Israel. On that day I will break the bow of Israel in the valley of Jezreel.’

She conceived again and bore a daughter. Then the Lorp said to him, ‘Name her
Lo-ruhamah, for Iwill nolonger have pity on the house of Israel or forgive them. ButI
will have pity on the house of Judah, and I will save them by the Lorp their God; I will
notsave them by bow, or by sword, or by war, or by horses, or by horsemen.’

When she had weaned Lo-ruhamah, she conceived and bore a son. Then the Lorp
said, ‘Name him Lo-ammi, for you are not my people and I am not your God.’

Yet the number of the people of Israel shall be like the sand of the sea, which can be
neither measured nor numbered; and in the place where it was said to them, ‘You are
notmy people,” it shall be said to them, ‘Children of the living God.’ NRSV

COLOSSIANS 2.6—-19

Asyouhave received Christ Jesus the Lord, continue to live your lives in him, rooted
and built up in him and established in the faith, just as you were taught, abounding in
thanksgiving.

See toit that no one takes you captive through philosophy and empty deceit,
according to human tradition, according to the elemental spirits of the universe, and
notaccording to Christ. For in him the whole fullness of deity dwells bodily, and you
have come to fullness in him, who is the head of every ruler and authority. In him also
you were circumcised with a spiritual circumcision, by putting off the body of the
flesh in the circumcision of Christ; when you were buried with him in baptism, you
were also raised with him through faith in the power of God, who raised him from the
dead. And when you were dead in trespasses and the uncircumcision of your flesh,
God made you alive together with him, when he forgave usall our trespasses, erasing
therecord that stood against us with its legal demands. He set this aside, nailing it to
the cross. He disarmed the rulers and authorities and made a public example of them,
triumphing over them init.

Therefore do not let anyone condemn you in matters of food and drink or of
observing festivals, new moons, or sabbaths. These are only a shadow of whatis to
come, but the substance belongs to Christ. Donot let anyone disqualify you, insisting
onself-abasement and worship of angels, dwelling on visions, puffed up without
cause by a human way of thinking, and not holding fast to the head, from whom the
whole body, nourished and held together by its ligaments and sinews, grows with a
growth thatis from God. NRSV
